These photographs and videos will be used in an appropriate way by school staff and kept in a secure location.  They will be used to:
· Display as part of a project

· Form part of a power point presentation

· Support our evidence base of curriculum coverage

· Keep in an album as a record of special events

· Form part of the school’s prospectus

· Form part of the school’s website

· In potential press releases e.g. sports, team photographs, publicised activities, events and websites
· Education publications e.g. ECO awareness, fair-trade
Many of you enjoy photographing and or videoing your children in their Christmas play or sports events.  We welcome this too and fully understand that you want a personal record of your child’s achievements in school.  However, in order to fit in with the guidelines for the photographing and videoing of children in school we need to outline the regulations for this.

All parents/guardians will be able to photograph/video in specific, public places set out by the school.  For example:

· The school hall/or room where the performance is taking place

· The school playground

· The Nursery

Parents/Guardians must not photograph/video children getting changed before or after an activity.

Your written permission will be kept on file for the whole time your child is at Barlows Primary School.
